Introduct 
 
This policy has been developed following a collaborative process involving parents, staff and the 
Board of Management. It is the policy of the school that all children will wear our agreed uniform 
each day.  This fosters a feeling of belonging to our community and helps to develop our student’s 
self confidence and self-esteem. 
 
The school uniform is to be worn on all school days unless parents are notified of a change in 
advance. On P.E. days children wear their school tracksuit.
